UR SUMMER EVENTS 
This year hundreds of MSU students as well as 
visiting students engaged in mentored research 
projects throughout the summer. Students had 
the opportunity to participate in several profes-
sional development opportunities that comple-
mented their research experiences. 

NETWORKING EVENTS 
Two luncheon networking events helped con-
nect students to the broader University commu-
nity. Faculty discussed career paths, choosing a 
disciplinary focus, and the challenges and bene-
fits of being a faculty member. Graduate stu-
dents talked about different aspects of graduate 
school – from choosing a program to major pro-
jects and research foci. More than 300 students 
participated in these events. 
 
SUMMER RESEARCH FORUM 
Most of the campus summer programs conclud-

ed with students presenting at MSU’s summer 
undergraduate research forum, the Mid-
Michigan Symposium for Undergraduate Re-
search Experiences (Mid-SURE). 294 students 
presented at the event; these students repre-
sented 87 different institutions. Approximately 
264 faculty members mentored these students 
on their projects. Additionally, students were 
able to attend a graduate school fair. The fair 
included 26 graduate programs from 21 differ-
ent institutions, such Purdue, Notre Dame, and 
Northwestern University.  Mid-SURE 2015 will be 
held in late July.
